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PREAMBLE

This edition of the  FEI Driving and Para Driving Rules com es into force on 1st January 2022202 3. As
from the aforementioned date, all other texts covering the same matter (other editions and all other
official documents) issued previously are superseded

Although this  booklet sets out the detailed Rules of the F El governing International Driving and Para
Driving Events, it must be read in conjunction with the Statutes, the General Regulations , the
Veterinary Regulations  as well as all other FEI Rules and Regulations.

Every eventuality cannot be provided for in t heseRules. These Rules are suppl emented
Guidanceodo document published and updated from time to ti:]
the rules, the fANotes for Guidanceo document should al so

be interpreted accordingly . Additionally, in any unforeseen or exceptional circumstances, it is the duty
of the Ground Jury to make a decision in a sporting spirit and approaching as nearly as possible to the

intention of these Rules and of the General Regul ations of the FEI

Throughout this publication, the word fAHorseo sshaidldo mean
include the plural unless otherwise stated in a specific Rule. Terms with a capitalised first letter are

defined in the Driving Rules, i n the G eneral Regulation s orin the Statutes.
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THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE

The FEI requires all those involved in international equestrian sport to adhere to the FEI Code of
Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all time s the welfare of the Horse must be
paramount. Welfare of the Horse must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial
influences. The following points must be particularly adhered to:

1. General Welfare:
a) Good Horse management

Stabling and feedin g must be compatible with the best Horse management practices. Clean and
good quality hay, feed and water must always be available.

b) Training methods

Horses must only undergo training that matches their physical capabilities and level of maturity
for th eir respective disciplines. They must not be subjected to methods which are abusive or
cause fear.

c¢) Farriery and tack

Foot care and shoeing must be of a high standard. Tack must be designed and fitted to avoid the
risk of pain or injury.

d) Transport

During transportation, Horses must be fully protected against injuries and other health risks.

Vehicles must be safe, well ventilated, maintained to a high standard, disinfected regularly and

driven by competent personnel. Competent handlers must always be av ailable to manage the
Horses.

e) Transit

All journeys must be planned carefully, and Horses allowed regular rest periods with access to
food and water in line with current FEI guidelines.

2. Fitness to compete:
a) Fitness and competence

Participation in C ompetition must be restricted to fit Horses and Athletes of proven competence.
Horses must be allowed suitable rest period between training and competitions; additional rest
periods should be allowed following travelling.

b) Health status

No Horse deemed u nfit to compete may compete or continue to compete, veterinary advice must
be sought whenever there is any doubt.

¢) Doping and Medication

Any action or intent of doping and illicit use of medication constitute a serious welfare issue and
will not be toler ated. After any veterinary treatment, sufficient time must be allowed for full
recovery before Competition.

d) Surgical procedures

Any surgi cal procedures that threaten a competing

and/or Athletes must not be a llowed.

e) Pregnant/recently foaled mares

Mares must not compete after their fourth month of pregnancy or with foal at foot.
f) Misuse of aids

Abuse of a Horse using natural riding aids or artificial aids (e.g. whips, spurs, etc.) will not be
tolerated.

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3. Events must not prejudice Horse welfare:
a) Competition areas

Horses must be trained and compete on suitable and safe surfaces. All Obstacles and competition
conditions must be designed with the safety of the Horse in mind.

b) Ground surfaces

All grou nd surfaces on which Horses walk, train or compete must be designed and maintained to
reduce factors that could lead to injury.

c) Extreme weather

Competitions must not take place in extreme weather conditions that may compromise welfare
or safety of the H orse. Provision must be made for cooling conditions and equipment for Horses
after competing.

d) Stabling at Events

Stables must be safe, hygienic, comfortable, well ventilated and of sufficient size for the type and
disposition of the Horse. Washing -down areas and water must always be available.

4. Humane treatment of Horse s:
a) Veterinary treatment

Veterinary expertise must always be available at an Event. If a Horse is injured or exhausted
during a Competition, the Athlete must stop competing and a veter inary evaluation must be
performed.

b) Referral centres

Wherever necessary, Horses should be collected by ambulance and transported to the nearest
relevant treatment centre for further assessment and therapy. Injured Horses must be given full
supportive tr eatment before being transported.

¢) Competition injuries

The incidence of injuries sustained in Competition should be monitored. Ground surface
conditions, frequency of Competitions and any other risk factors should be examined carefully to
indicate ways to minimise injuries.

d) Euthanasia

If injuries are sufficiently severe a Horse may need to be euthanized on humane grounds by a
veterinarian as soon as possible, with the sole aim of minimising suffering.

e) Retirement
Horses must be treated sympathetical ly and humanely when they retire from Competition.
5. Education:

The FEI urges all those involved in equestrian sport to attain the highest possible levels of
education in areas of expertise relevant to the care and management of the Competition Horse.

This Code of Conduct for the Welfare of the Horse may be modified from time to time and the
views of all are welcomed. Particular attention will be paid to new research findings and the FEI
encourages further funding and support for welfare studies.
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CHAPTE R | GENERAL
Article 900 International Rules

1. These Rules are intended to standardise Intern ational Driving and Para Driving Events as far
as is possible, sothat the conditions at such Events are fair and similar for all Athletes.

2. A Driving or Para Drivin g Event commences one hour before the First Horse Inspection and
concludes one half hour after the anno ~ uncement of the Final Results.
3. Period of Jurisdiction 7 On Site Preparation Period

The Period of Jurisdiction starts 1 (one) hour before the First Ho rse Inspection until 30 (thirty)
minutes after publication of the final results (cfr GR appendix A).

The On - Site Preparation Period is defined as the period from the opening of the stables until

1 (one) hour before the First Horse Inspection or, if the Event begins before the First Horse
Inspection takes place, until 1 (one) hour before the start of the first Competition of the
Event.

During the On -Site Preparation Period, the Persons Responsible, Owner and other Support
Personnel are supervised by th e stable manager, FEI Stewards and/or FEI Veterinarians. Any
Person Responsible, Owner and/or other Support Personnel who violates a FEI Rule and
Regulation and/or fails to comply with the instructions of the relevant FEI Official(s) during

the On Site Pre paration Period is liable to be sanctioned, such sanction to be imposed by the
Chief Steward, President of the Ground Jury or Technical Delegate (as applicable) once the
Period of Jurisdiction has commence d.

CHAPTER II' STRUCTURE OF COMPETITIONS

to progress through the Star system , asoutlined in  Article 913.2 .

11. Trial of New Scoring System
11.1. As of 1 January 2022, the FEI can, with the prior agreement of the relevant Organising
Committee, apply a new scoring system on a trial basis at selected CAI1*, CAI2* and CAI3*
(excluding FEI World Cup Qualifiers) events. Where an Event has been selected for the trial
of the new scoring system, the Schedule of the Event must make it clear that the new
scoring system will be used at the Event.

11.2. The details/explanat ion of the new scoring system will be published on the Driving page of
inside.fei.org . The FEI, in consultation with the FEI Driving Committee, can make revisions

to the new scoring system periodicall y and frem-time-to-timeprovidea-that———any changes
mustatse—will be_updated and re _--published on the Driving page.

If the FEI Driving Committee and the FEI decides that the trial of the new scoring
system has been successful, it will be proposed for inclus ion in the FEI Driving Rules
202 43.
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CHAPTER Il CLASSIFICATION
Article 902 Competitions

1. Atthe conclusion of each Competition, the Athletes will be classified according to the penalties
received in that Competition.

2. In each Competition, the winner is the Athlete with the least number of penalties.

3. Scores will be calculated to two decimal places.

Article 903 Events

1. The Final Classification for individuals is determined by adding together the penalties received
in each Competition. The Athlete with the lowe st number of penalties is the winner of the
Event.

2. Athletes who are Eliminated or Disqualified or who Retire or Withdraw in any one of the
Competitions cannot be included in the Final Classification. They will only be listed on the
result sheet as: Elimina  ted (E), Disqualified (D), Retired (R), or Withdrawn (W).

Article 904 Equality of Scores

1. If thereis an equality of scores on completion of the three Competitions, the Athlete with the
least number of penalties in Marathon will be classified above the othe rs. If there is still an
equality of points, the scores in Dressage will be the deciding factor.

Article 905 Team Classification for Championships and CAIOs

1. This is determined by adding together the scores of the two Athletes in each National team
with the lowest penalties in each Competition. Only the scores of those Team Members who
have completed all three Competitions can be counted towards the final team scores.

Article 906 Team Classification for Pony Championships

1. The Team classification will be det ermined by adding the score from the best Athlete in the
Single Pony class, the Pair Pony class and the Four -in-Hand Pony class with the lowest
penalties in each Competition. Only those scores of the team Members who have completed
all three Competitions w  ithout Elimination can be counted towards the final Team scores.

Article 907 Team Classification for Youth Championships

1. The team classification will be determined by adding together the scores from the Athlete in
each age category with the lowest penaltie s in each Competition. Only those scores of the
team Members who have completed all three Competitions without Elimination can be
counted towards the final team scores.

Avrticle 908 Names of Horses

1. The names of the Horses Horse must appear on all score sheets, includin g the name of the
spare Horse.

Avrticle 910 Official Results

1. Results are o fficial as soon as they have been signed by the Ground Jury and publi shed on
the official board at the Show Office . See General Regulations
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Article 911  Principles

1.

Penalties
1.1. The Rules concerning the Event and each Competition must be strictly enforced by the
Ground Jury. Athletes who fail to comply with these Rules may i ncur Disqualification or

Elimination, unless some other penalty is prescribed in the relevant Article.

Yellow Warning Card
2.1. Where there is abuse of Horses in any form or incorrect behavio ur towards Event
Officials or any other party connected with the Eve nt, non -compliance with Driving
Rules during the Onsite Preparation Period and Period of Jurisdiction , the President of
the Ground Jury and the FEI Chief Steward, as an alternative to instituting the
procedures foreseen in the legal system, may deliver to the Person Responsible a Yellow
Warning Card.

Disqualified (D)

3.1. Athletes and Horses may be Disqualified for contravening certain of these Rules at any
time during an Event. An Athlete or Horse who has been Disqualified is prohibited from
taking any furthe r part in the Event or winning any prize. Disciplinary action may be
taken subsequently by the NF of the offender or by the FEI if the incident is reported
to the FEI by the Foreign Judge, or if a Yellow Warning Card has been issued.

Eliminated (E)
4.1. Athlet es will be Eliminated from a Competition as a penalty for contravening certain
Rules during the Competitions.

4.2. Athletes who are Eliminated may compete in the subsequent Competition (s) in the
Event .
Retired (R)
5.1. Athletes, who, for any reason, do not wish to continue, may decide to Retire during any
of the Competitions. If an Athlete Retires in a Competition , the Athlete is allowed to

compete inthe subsequent Competitions in the Event

Withdrawn (W)
6.1. Athletes are deemed to have Withdrawn if, for any reason, t hey falil to start in any of
the Competitions. Once Withdrawn, Athletes may not take any further part in the Event
with the turnout in question

. Lame or Unfit Horses

7.1. IfaHorsei s deemed to be lame or unfit by:
- TheJudge at C in Dressage, then the Horse mu st be Disqualified and may not compete
in any other Competition. The Athlete is eliminated.
- A member of the Ground Jury in Marathon or Cones, the Horse will be Eliminated as
well as the Athlete.

Placings and Prize Money
8.1. Athletes who Retire or are Eliminat ed from any Competitions may not be placed in that
Competition or in the  final classification.
Athletes may only receive prize money in Competitions in which they have competed
without Disqualification, Elimination or Retirement. No Prize Money will be aw arded to
an Athlete who has been disqualified from any Competition.

6.5. General:
Failure to comply with any part of this Article will resultin the  Disqualification of the Athlete.
Article 913  Minimum Eligibility Requirements / Qualificati on criteria

1. The Star sy stem qualification is determined according to FEI records and attested to by
each NF. Senior Athletes must successfully complete FEI Competitions to progress through
the Star system as outlined hereatfter.

2. Star qualification  of Senior Athletes are obtained for life and apply across all classes .

Article 914 Championships / Eligibility Procedure for Championships

1. Championships are open to Athletes who meet the eligibility requirements as published on
the FEI website in the Driving Championships section

2. Qualification results can be obtained at CAI 0O4* CAI3* and CAI3* World Cup  Qualifiers. (See
Article 913).
3. Athletes are required to qualify in the same Class as they intend to compete in at the

Championship .

4. Forall F El World Championships , itis the responsibility of each NF to prove that their Entries
meet the eligibility requirements. Certificates of capability and records of results must be
sent by NFs to the  OC with their nominated entries, for sueh—their entries to be considered
valid . (See General Regulations ).

2 Clarification Note: For the avoidance of doubt, due to the replacement of the CAI Y and CH EU Y
categories with CAI U25 and CH EU 25 categories, successful completions achieved at CAl Y and/or
CHEU Y shall be considered ass  uccessful completions at CAlI U25 and/or CH EU U25 for the purpose
of this Article.
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5. NFs giving incorrect information will be reported to the FEI Secretary General for appropriate
action in accordance with the applicable rules

Article 916 Entries

1. General

1.1. The number of Horses that may be entered for an Event must be in accordance with the

Schedule.

1.2. Athletesin Four -in-Hand classes may declare five (5) Horse s on the definite entries. They
may start each Competition with any four (4) of their five declared entries.

1.3. Athletes in the Pair classes may declare three (3) Horse s on the definite entries. They
may start each Competition with any two of their three (3) declared entries.

1.4. Athletes in the Single classes may declare one (1) Horse on the definite entries. They

must start each Competition with their single declared entry.

1.5. All Athletes invited or nominated for an International Event must be entered by their
NFs. All foreign Athletes selected by their NFs must be accepted by the OC. OCs may not
accept any other entries.

1.6. Entries for Athletes and Horses must include their name, FEI registration number (FEI
ID) and, where appropriate, qualifications.

1.7. At an Event, an Athlete may withdraw any or all their Horses from a Competition , but
may not add a Horse not previously entered for that Competition without the Approval
of the OC and the Ground Jury.

1.8. Teams or individual Athletes who have been definitely entered by their NFs at any Event
and fail to t ake part without valid excuse must be reported by the Foreign
Judge/Technical Delegate to the Secretary General for consideration by the FEI Tribunal.
Competing at another Event staged at the same time does not constitute a valid excuse
for failure to part  icipate at an Event.

1.9. An NF cannot make definite entries for the same Athlete/Horse combinations to more
than one OC on penalty of disqualification of such Athlete /Horse combinations from the
Event where they eventually participate.

1.10. Withdrawals after the da  te of definite entries or no -shows will be liable to reimburse
the OC for the financial loss incurred by the OC (i.e. stabling and hotel Expenses) as a
result of late withdrawal or no -show.
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2. Entries for FEI Championships and Games

2.1. Entries for Championsh ips: Entries for FEI Championships and FEI World Equestrian
Games must be made in accordance with the FEI General Regulations, Art. 116.2

2.2. For FEI Championships, NFs may only enter Athletes who are qualified under the
conditions decided by the Driving Technical Committee

2.3. Under no circumstances may the OC limit the number of entries of eligible Athletes or
teams for an FEI Championship.

2.4. Should an NF send more Athletes and/or Horses than shown in the Nominated Entry the
OC is not obliged to accommodate the m or to allow them to participate in that Event.

2.5. Where an NF has made a nominated entry of a team and finds that it will be unable to
send a team, it must immediately inform the OC.

2.6. The Organising Committee may charge each Athlete/Horse or Team a reasonabl e fee for
entry into the Championship(s) provided that any such fee is included in the schedule.

3. Entries for CAls and CAIOs

3.1. Definite Entries for CAls and CAIOs must be made at the latest four (4) days preceding
the beginning of the Event. These represent the final selection of Athletes and Horses
that may participate in the Event. Substitutions of Athletes and/or Horses may only be
made in accordance with these Rules.

3.2. Invitations: at CAI2 * and above, invitations shall be extended to minimum four NFs with
a minimum of two Athletes per NF.

3.3. Invitations to NFs: at CAIOs, NFs are invited by the Organising Committee. The FEI has
the right to nominate one of the foreign teams to be invited by the OC.

3.4. Invitations to Individuals: at CAIOs, The OC has the right to invite up to 4 Individuals
from 4 different Nations and not more than 1 per Nation.

Article 917 Schedule of the Event

1. In the FEI approved schedule which is published by the OC of any CAI event, it is not
necessary to repeat the FEI General Regulations or the FEI Driving Rules. All information as
required in the S  chedule will have to be given in detail to ensure that Athletes, Officials and

all those concerned by the event are sufficiently informed
Article 918  Entries CAls

1. CAls are primarily for Individu al Athletes and there is no restriction on the number of Athletes
or the number of Nations that may be entered.

2. Ata CAll*and 2* ( Minor Events as per General Regulations ), foreign Athletes living in the
Host Nation may be entered by their Host NF as set o ut in the General Regulations , Article
119.6.1.

Article 919 Entries Championships and CAIOs

Championships and CAIOs are open to national teams. A national team consists of three Athletes
of the same Nationality. In the event that a nation can only send two Athletes, they must be
entered asa team.

CHAPTER V ATHLETES AND GROOMS
Articl e 928 Dress, safety and whips

1. Dress in Dressage and Cones on a Dressage Carriage

1.1. The dress of Athletes and Grooms must conform to the style of the Carriage and harness

used.

1.2. Jackets or national dress, driving aprons, hats and gloves are obligatory for At hletes.
Para Driving Athletes from nominated profiles may compete with no gloves or adapted
gloves but must have this noted on the Masterlist following classification evaluation.

1.3. Grooms must wear jackets or national dress, hats and gloves.

1.4. In Cones, Groom s must remain seated ; on their dedicated seat (please refer to Art
937.3) . First breach of this Article will incur 5 penalty , second breach will incur 1 0
penalties and the third breach will incur Elimination.

1.5. The President of the Ground Jury may decide tha t:
Jackets may be removed in excessively hot and humid weather;
Cooling vests may be worn in excessively hot weather except at the times when body

protectors are mandatory  ;
Wet weather clothing may be worn and aprons not required in wet weather.
Penaltie s for improper dress are stated under Articles 957 and 981 .

1.6. During Cones, it is compulsory for all persons to wear a properly fastened Protective

Headgear . Failure to comply results in immediate Elimination from the Cones competition.

Such Protective Hea dgear must comply with the list of the applicable international testing
standards published on the FEI website . An Athlete _and/or Groom who loses their Headgear
or whose retention harness becomes unfastened during the course of their round must

2.1. Less formal dress is acceptable in Marathon for the Athlete and Grooms. Shorts are not
permitted; Infringement will incur 10 penalties per person.

2.2. 22—From the In -Harness Horse Inspection until the end of the Cool Down, During-—the—
ion-A—Controled-Ws Ui W acle—and-SeetionB—, Athletes and Grooms
must wear securely fastened Protective Headgear, such Protective headgear mu st comply
with the list of the applicable international testing standards published on the FEI website
and a back/body protector.

During the Section A, Controlled Warm -Up, Warm -Up Obstacle and Section B,
nfringement—failure to wear such Protective Headgea r and back/body protector will result
in Elimination.

During the In -Harness Inspection, Halt area and Cool Down area, failure to wear such
Protective Headgear and back/body protector where and when required after being notified
by an Official to do so, wil | resultin a Yellow Warning Card being issued to the Athlete.

24-2.5. When a back /body protector is required, air protector can be used combined with a
real back or body protector but never without.

3. Dress for _Athletes and Grooms under the age of 18

3.1. At all times , whilst on a carriage, Athletes  and Grooms under the age of 18 must wear a
body /back protector and a securely fastened Protective Headgear . Infringement will result
in Elimination.

3.2. In addition, f ailure to wear such Protective Headgear and back protector (in compliance
with the applicable international testing standards) where and when required after being
notified to do so by an Official, shall result in a Yellow Warning Card, being issued to the
Athlete .

3.3. During Horse inspections, it is strongly recommend ed for Athletes and Grooms under the
age of 18 to wear securely fastened Protective Headgear.

4. Whip for Dressage and Cones

4.1. The Athlete must carry a driving whip.
4.2. An Athlete must start the competition with a whip in hand or incur 5 penalty points.

4.3. If an Athlete drops or puts down their whip, between start and finish, or if it is not held in
the hand, 5 penalty points will be incurred

4.4. The whip, if dropped, need not be replaced and the Athlete may finish without a whip.
However the Groom may hand the Athl ete a spare whip and without any further penalty.

4.5. Para Driving Athletes from nominated profiles may compete with the whip held /used by
Groom but must have this noted on the Masterlist following classification evaluation.

5. Whip for Marathon and Combined M arathon

5.1. The whip can only be used by the Athlete. Failure to comply will incur 20 penalties.

5.2. Para Driving Athlete from nominated profiles may compete with the whip held /used by
Groom but must have this noted on the Masterlist following classification ev aluation.
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CHAPTER VI HORSES
Article 929  Age of Horses

1. In CAIl*, Horses must be 5 years old or over. In CAI2* and above, Horses must be 6 years
old or over. Failure to comply with this A rticle will resultinthe  Disqualification of the Horse.

Article 930  Height

1. For Driving Ponies maximum height and measuring, please refer to the FEI Veterinary
Regulations CHAPTER IX - PONY MEASURING.

2. Driving Ponies in Pairs and Four-in-Hands may not be less than 108 cm without shoes, or

109 cm with shoes. Single Ponies m ust not be less than 120cms without shoes _ory 121cms
with shoes.
3. It is the responsi biNFioteysuremthat t dorapeting HPbnees comaply with the

above criteria.
Article 931 Number of Horses

1. The correct number of Horses stipulated for each cla ss must be driven throughout each
Competition. Athletes may not remove one or more Horses during a Competition and
continue with less than the number stipulated for their Class.

2. A Horse may only take part once in each Competition.

3. Failure to comply with any part of this Article will resultin Elimination.

Article 932  Special Conditions

1. Mares are not allowed to compete after their fourth month of pre gnancy or with a foal at
foot. If it is subsequently confirmed that a mare competed under either of these ¢ onditions,
she will be Disqualified from all Events to which these conditions applied and the case will
be reported to the Secretary General (See Code of Conduct)

Article 933  Welfare of the Horse ( Abuse of Horses and Doping )

1. Abuse of the Horse 1 Definit ion

Abuse of Horse means an action or omission that causes or is likely to cause pain or
unnecessary discomfort to a Horse including, but not limited to:

a) Pressing of exhausted Horses

b) Excessive use of a whip

c) Anunacceptably severe, b  adly fitting , broken or damaged bit
d) Badly fitting harness whi ~ ch might cause distress to the H orse
e) Damagetoa Carriage which mig ht cause injury to the Horse

2.  Wounds and Lacerations

2.1. Blood on Horses may be an indication of abuse of Horse and must be investigated case
by case by a ny member of the Ground Jury.

2.2. Such Horse s may be eliminated from the Competition. In extreme cases where abuse is
evident, further sanctions will be taken against the Athlete, such as a Yellow Warning
Card.

2.3. In minor cases of blood in the mouth, such as w here a Horse appears to have bitten its
tongue or lip, or minor bleeding on limbs, after investigation the Athlete may be
authorized to continue.

3. Reporting

Stewards, or any other Official, must report any instance of abuse of the Horse to any
member of the Ground Jury as soon as possible.
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4. Penalty

Acts deemed as Abuse of Horse will result in the imposition by the Ground Jury of any or a
combination of the following penalties:

a) Yellow Warning card

b) Fine

c) Elimination

d) Disqualificat ion from the Event

Article 934 Stable Security
1. Championship, CAIO

1.1. See Veterinary Regulations , Article 1008 .
2. CAls
2.1. See Veterinary Regulations , Article 1008 .

2.2. Stable security as described in the Veterinary Regulations is not required . The OC is
responsible for the control of all sta ble areas so that the following minimum security
requirements are met:

2.2.1. The Welfare of the Horse is the first priority.

2.2.2. 24-hour s ecurity and supervision of the Stable Area(s) must be maintained whenever
any stables are occupied.

2.2.3. Security fence sare notobl igatory; butfences and gates may be installed for safety and
security reasons at the discretion the OocC.

2.2.4. The stabling area must be approved by the Technical Delegate in conjunction with the
FEI Chief Steward

2.2.5. NoHorse may be stabled overnight inside atr uck or trailer. Only the Technical Delegate
in consultation with the Chief Steward and the FEI Veterinary Delegate may grant
exceptions in  extreme circumstances or wet ground conditions in the s table area.

Article 935 Examinations and Inspections of Hors es

See Veterinary Regul ations, Chapter AHORSE | NSPECTI ON:¢
1. Examination on Arrival

1.1. This must take place at all Events upon arrival of competing Horses, and in any case before
they enter the Event stables.

1.2. The purpose of the  Examination on Arrival is to establish the Horsesdé iden
the passport and any other relevant documents, and to establish its general state of health.

1.3. The Foreign Veterinary Delegate/President of the Veterinary Commission/Veterinary
Delegate or Permitted Treating Veteri narian appointed by the Foreign Veter inary
Delegate/Veterinary Delegate, must examine all Horses arriving at the Event venue and
collect their Passports, before they are allowed to enter the stables.

1.4. Any doubtful cases concerning identity or health mustb e reported to the Veterinary Delegate

(if the VD does not perform the Examination) or to the Veterinary Commission as soon as
possible and in any case no later than one hour before the First Horse Inspection.
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2. First Horse Inspection
2.1. This must take place at all Events before the s tart of the first Competition.

2.2. It is conducted by the President of Ground Jury and the Veterinary Delegate acting together
as an Inspection Panel with the President of the Ground Jury in charge.

2.3. See Veterinary Regulations and Gui delines for OCs and Officials for details.

2.4. For safety reasons, Horses must be presented in bridles and shown on a loose rein or lead.
Each Horse must display its identity number (See Article 944.2).

2.5. Horses are not permitted to wear bandages or blankets/rug S.

2.6. No Horse may be presented with its identity concealed in any manner by application of paint
or dye for example.

2.7. One FEI Steward carrying a Whip must be present. The FEI Steward is the only person who
may assist if a Horse refuses to trot. Handlers may n ot carry a whip while presenting the
Horse. The use of a short whip for restraint of stallions and difficult Horses may be permitted
by the Inspection Panel upon request (See Veterinary Regulations, Article 1043).

2.8. The Inspection consists of an initial obse rvation of the Horse standing still. It must then be
walked in front of the Inspecting Committee, and then trotted 30 metres away from the
Committee before returning towards the Committee at the trot.

2.9. A Veterinarian may be allowed to handle a limb or other parts of the body, but may not
perform any other clinical tests (i. e., flex a limb, or walk or trot a Horse in a circle). see
Veterinary Regulations, Article 1038.

2.10. In exceptional or doubtful cases, the Inspection Panel may direct that a Horse be placed in
an officially supervised holding area (no whips allowed) for a further inspection to take place
at a convenient time during the Inspection or in addition to be re -inspected on the following
day without any request or presumption by the Athletes.

2.11. Are-inspection on the following day is only possible if no decision (accepted or not accepted)
is made on the day of the First Horse Inspection. The Horse must be presented by the same
person as before In the Event of equality of votes within the Inspection Pane I, the President
of the Ground Jury will have a second and casting vote, and the decision will be announced
immediately.

2.12. Any Horse, which is due for re -inspection on the following day and is accepted, can be
sampled for Prohibited Substances.

2.13. Only a member of the Ground Jury has the authority to Disqualify any Horse which is
considered to be unfit for the Event (marked lameness, serious injury or poor general
condition). A Veterinarian has no authority to disqualify a Horse except where there is a
welfare i ssue.

2.14. The Athlete or their representative who presents the Horse must be smartly dressed.
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3. In-Harness Horse Inspection

3.1 This must take place at all Events prior to the start of section A/Controlled Warm -Up of
Marathon. One Veterinarian is responsible for this Inspection.
3.2 The fitness of the Horse  (s) must be determined by clinical observation, whic h may include:

a) measuring the heartr  ate,

b) the respiratory rate

c) and the temperature in accordance with the Veterinary Regulations. These
observations must be rec  orded.

The Ground Jury member must Eliminate the Athlete if their Horse is considered to be
lame, injured or obviously exhausted and unfit to continue the Competition.

3.3 If a Horse entered in the Marathon is not presented at the In -Harness Horse Inspection
the Athlete must be eliminated before the start of the Section A/Controlled Warm -Up.

4. In-Harness Examination

4.1 The Examination must take place between 10 and 15 minutes after the Athlete has entered
the Cool Down area at all Events. The Horse(s) must be p resented by the Athlete. It must
be performed under the supervision of a Treating Veterinarian in case any Horse needs
immediate treatment. The Veterinarian has no authority to Disqualify a Horse. The
veterinarian must report their findings to the Veterina  ry Delegate and President of Jury as
soon as possible.

5. In-Harness Inspection before Cones

5.1 The In -Harness Inspection must be carried out before the turnout starts the Cones test. It

must be performed under the supervision of the Veterinary Delegate and/or the President

of the Veterinary Commission and the Steward, reporting to the president of the Ground

Jury. . The I nspection is obligatory at al | Event s
Dressage. The Horse(s) must be presented by the Athlete s themselves ; Competing without

presenting will result in an Elimination.

5.2 Horses will be inspected harnessed to their carriages. Leg bandages over -reach boots and
brushing boots are permitted, but must be removed if required.

5.3 Only the Ground Jury member has the auth ority to Disqualify the Horse if it is considered to
be unfit to continue the Event. It is permitted to substitute a Horse who has failed the In -
Harness Inspection before Cones, upon re - presentation, the Athlete may start the Cones

Competition and therefor e change the declaration.
6. Removing a Horse from Competition
6.1 Each member of the Ground Jury has the right and duty to eliminate any Horse at any time,
which is evidently lame, injured or unfit to continue. No Appeal may be made against a
decision taken un der the terms of this Article.
6.2 The Athlete may Retire at any time.

7. Medication Control of Horses

7.1 This must be conducted in accordance with General Regulations (See Article 143), and the
Veterinary Regulations.

8. Passports

8.1 See applicable provisions in the General Regulations.
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CHAPTER VII CARRIAGES AND HARNESS
Article 936 Permitted Carriages

1. For CAIl, CAIOs and Championships, Dressage or Marathon Carriages of the appropriate widths
and weights are permitted. Refer to 937 for required carriage weights an d dimensions for each
competition. 3

2. Solid rubber or pneumatic tires are only permitted in CAl 1* events and Para Driving

3. Carriages for Para  Driving :
3.1 Carriages suitable for the disabled Athletes must be used and carriages for PE Singles may
be 2 or 4 -wheeled.

Article 937 Weights and Dimensions

1. General

1.1. In all Classes, during Dressage, Marathon, Cones and Combined Marathon, if the carriage
has no brakes, breeching is compulsory. Failure to comply will result in Elimination. In
Single Horse and  single pony classes breeching is compulsory.

1.2. No part of a carriage may be wider than the outside Track Width, with the exception of hub
caps, mud guards and the Splinter Bar for carriages used in Dressage and Cones.

1.3. The track width of all carriages is me asured at ground level on the widest part of the rear
wheels.

1.4. Athletes whose carriages do not conform to the required weights or measurements will be
eliminated from the relevant Competition.

2. Carriages for Para Driving:

2.1. Carriages suitable for the disabl ed Athlete must be used and carriages for PE Singles may
be 2 or 4 -wheeled.

2.2. The ©&-er—Technical Delegate may refuse the use of a carriage, but must provide the
reason for the refusal.

3. Dressage Carriages must comply with the following:

For Single classes, the  Groom must si tin the middle behind or beside the
Driver during the Cones Competitions. For Pair Classes, the Groom must seat in the middle
when using a Marathon  -type carriage.

3 Clarification Note:  For the avoidance of doubt, a maximum of two (2) carriages, which must meet

the requirements set out in Article 937, can be used in a Driving Event. Fo r the Cones Competition,
only a Dressage Carriage or a Marathon Carriage which meets the requirements in Article 937 can be

used.
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3.1. Artificial extensions to increase the measured width of a Carriage are not permitted in Cones.

1. Pneumatic or air -filled, tyres are only permitted in CAIL* as per Article 936.

2. Inall Competitions carriages must be fitted with iron or solid rubber tyres. The outer surface
of the tyre must be smooth. Failure to comply results in an Eliminat ion.

3.  Pneumatic tyres are permitted in Para Driving.

The measurement is taken from the center of the pole head, including the complete
quick release.

Horse yoke or T -bar: the total width including the ¢ omplete quick releases has to be
minimum 60 cm. When the measurement is taken from the center of the pole head,
to include the complete quick releases, it has to be minimum 30 cm.

Yokes or T -bars must not be positioned behind any part of the shoulder.

Pole and the pole straps must be of sufficient length to allow free movement of the
Horses.

For Horse Four -in-Hand leaders, the complete lead bar must measure at least 1m and
the distance between the traces must measure at least 45 cm.

For Pony Four -in-hand le aders, the complete lead bars must measure at least 85cm
and the distance between the traces must measure at least 35 cm.

Yoke width or pole straps must be sufficient to allow the free movement of the Ponies.

It is not necessary to use the same harness for Dressage and Cones, but in both
Competitions, it must be safe, clean and uniform in appearance and in a style
appropriate to the turnout.

The Horses must be correctly and fully harnessed to the carriage, including the reins.

Failure to comply with these r ules will result in a verbal warning or Yellow Warning
Card, given by the Ground Jury. Subsequent offences at the same event will be
penalised as econd Y ellow Warning Card or Elimination.

During the On -Site Preparation Period  and the Period of Jurisdiction  , whenever a single
Horse/Pony is harnessed to a carriage , breeching is compulsory. Failure to comply
during the Period of Jurisdiction results i n Elimination. Failure to comply during the On -
Site Preparation Period results in a Yellow Warning Card.

Where a forbidden equipment is used orasevereincidence o f the Welfare of the Horse
is ascertained, the penalty will be Elimination or Disqualif ication (see Article 940.12 ).

FEI DRIVING RULES CHAPTER VII CARRIAGES AND HARNESS

2. Bandages and Brushing Boots

2.1. Bandages and Brushing Boots are not permitted in Dressa ge. Failure to comply will
result in 10 penalty points.

2.2. If a penalty is applied under 940.2.1 above, the Bandages or Brushing Boots must be
removed immediately after leaving the Arena and the Horse(s) inspected by a
Veterinarian or an FEI Steward who will report their findings to the President of the
Ground Jury.

3.  Nosebands, ancillary equipment and blinkers

3.1 Any nosebands, attachments or ancillary equipment which impede or are likely to

impede the free intake of air into the nostrils of the Horse are not perm itted. If the
Horse has obtained a medical certificate to wear a nosenet, it must be used whenever
the Horse is harnessed, ridden or lunged and at the First Horse Inspection

3.2. Ifused, blinkers and ancillary equipment must notimpede forward vision or be so close

to the eyes as to irritate them.

4. Connecting straps
4.1 Connecting straps between neck or breast collars may be used in all Four -in-Hand
Competitions. The leaders may not be attached to each other in any other way (except
by the Reins). The swingletree/t race of the leaders may not be attached.
5. Auxiliary reins
5.1. Auxiliary reins (including any type of check reins) are not permitted when in harness.

5.2. Para Driving: driving with a second set of reins or divided reins is not allowed.

6. Tails
6.1. Tails may not be tied o r attached to any part of the harness or Carriage, with the
exception of a recognised tail guard. No other ancillary device restricting the free
movement of the Horse's tail is permitted.
7. Leverage Devices
7.1. All rings, terrets and/ or other devices which have an extreme leverage effect on the
reins or bits are forbidden at any time within the Showgrounds.
8. Bits
8.1. Bits do not need to be identical.

8.2. All bitless bridles and hackamores (even combined with any kind of bits) are not
permitted when the Horse is harnessed to a carriage

8.3. All bits must be correctly fitted, to avoid the risk of pain or injury

8.4. Only one sort of  bitlifter per Horse /Pony may be used at a time.

9. Tongues

9.1. Tongue guards are only permitted if used correctly; separate items must not be
incorporated aro und the bit so as to cause welfar e concerns. (S ee Veterinary
Regulations article 1046.5).
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10. Impaired Vision

10.1  No attachment or ancillary harness may be positioned between the wheelers and the
leaders, in such a way as to impair the vision of either of t he wheelers.

10.2 Leather, sheep's wool or similar material on the bridle is allowed, provided that the

diameter does not _exceed 3cm, to be _measured from the Horse .

11. Application or use of devices, substances or implements

11.1. Anattachmenttothe pole, traces or shafts, application or use of any substance, device,

or implement which may cause irritation or discomfort to the Horse is forbidden within
the Showgrounds.

11.2. Ear hoods and plugs are permitted. Ear hoods may not be attached to the noseband

and must allow free movement of the ears of the Horse. _Failure to comply  will result

in 5 penalty points.

Shoes

12.1. Any conventional type of shoe is permitted; double shoes or additional weight (lead)
are not allowed.

Training areas

13.1. Lunging cavessons are permitted when lung ing. Working long reins and double rein

lunging are allowed as long as the rein is directly connected to the bit without any
leverage device.

13.2. The lunge line must be attached to either a lunging cavesson or a Riding/Driving

bridle/bridoon. Lunging with lung e line attached to the bottom slot is not allowed.

13.3.  When riding, spurs must be of smooth material (metal or plastic). If there is a shank
it must not be more than four centimetres long overall as measured from the boot to
the end of the spur . The spur shank must point only towards the rear. For pony

competitions, rowel spurs are not allowed.

13.4. A whip no longer than 120 centimetres including the lash is allowed when riding on the

flat during training. A whip can not be replaced by any other object.

13.5. When Riding during training, side reins and martingales are allowed. Draw Reins are
forbidden.

Penalties

14.1. Contravention of any paragraph in this Article in Competition will incur Elimination of
the Athlete, except where mentioned differently.

14.2. For contravention duringt  he On Site Preparation Period, with the exception of Article
940.2.1, will result in a Yellow Warning Card. A second offence at the same event will
result in a higher penalty up to and including Disqualification at the discretion of the
Ground Jury.
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Art icle 941 Advertising on carriages, harness and clothing

1. In Dressage and Cones

1.1. The name of the harness manufacturer may appear once on each harness on a label
no wider than the strap on which it appears and not longer than 10 cm.

2. Advertising in Marathon

2.1. Advertising is allowed on carriages and all clothing. The name of the harness
manufacturer may appear once on each harness on a label no wider than the strap on
which it appears and no longer than 10cms.

3. Penalties
3.1. Contr avening with any of the rules on advertising will result in a Yellow Warning Card
issued by the President of the Ground Jury or the Chief Steward.
Article 942 Safety

1. In the Showgrounds, whenever the Horse(s) are fully harnessed or being harnessed to
a carr iage, Groom(s) must at all times be in attendance and able to render assistance
if needed. Whenever Horses are driven, a Groom must be on the carriage or if there is
no seat available, at hand on the training field.

2. The Athlete may only dismount from the carriage when Grooms are a
heads or the reins are given to another responsible person on the carriage.

3. No Horse may be led from a moving carriage.

4, During the On-Site Preparation Period and the Period of Jurisdiction , ho person under
the age of 14 may be on a carriage (except for Children classes)

5. Earphones and/or electronic communication devices may never be worn during FEI
Driving Dressage and Cones Competitions. For the avoidance of any doubt, Athletes,
Grooms or any other person may wea r one earphone at any other time while on a

Carriage or Mounted
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6. Medical Information

To ensure that vital information is available to first aid or medical personnel in case of
emergency, Athlete s must comply with the following:

a. Providing a valid conta ctinformatio n is mandatory for all Athletes the telephone
number of an accompanying person/next -of-kin must be provided to the Event
secretariat upon arrival (Organising Committees and medical officer to ensure all
information has been received before the Marathon ).

b. Declaration of medical condition
Athletes with medical conditions that may be relevant in the case of a medical
emergency are responsible, at every Event when Driving , for wearing a medical
data carrier* from a system provider able to communic ate information at least in
English. Alternatively (and at the minimum) a medical armband of good quality
can be used. Athletes who chose to wear an armband should download and fill the
form avail able for this purpose on the FEI &s w

*Medicaldata carrier (also called fAmedical identificatio
on a bracelet, neck chain, or on the clothing, intended to alert paramedics/physicians/first

responders that the wearer has an important medical condition. Conditions that are

relevant include recent head injury, serious past injuries/surgery, chronic health problems

such as diabetes, long -term medications and allergies. If in doubt, the Athl ete should

discuss this with their own treating physician.

7. Contravening the safety rules will result in a Yellow Warning Card being issued by the
Ground Jury or the Chief -Steward. Subsequent offences at the same Event will be
penalised by a second Yellow Warning Card or penalty up to Elimination, at the
discretion of the Ground Jury.

Depending on the schedule, in CAI1* and CAI2*, an Athlete can compete twice and in
addition, the Athlete can act as Groom in these two classes only. In a CAI3*, an Athlete can
compete twice, but cannot act as Groom. A Groom acting in a CAl  1* or CAI2* cannot act
as an Athlete in CAI3* or above.

Groom(s) may participate several times in all Competitions, but in the Marathon of CAIOs
and Championships only once. Grooms may participate several times in Championships for
Young Horses.

The pena Ity for contravening to articles 943.2.1 - 2.4 will be the elimination of the Athlete(s)
concerned by any of the offences.

The Athlete is the only person allowed to handle the reins, use whip and brake throughout

each Competition. Each contravention of this Rule, even if to prevent an accident, will result
in 20 penalties. However, a Groom may handle the reins and brakes without penalty in all
Competitions provided the carriage remains stationary.

2.6.1. Para Driving Athletes from nominated profiles may com pete with the whip held  /used
by Groom , the brake operated by the Groom , and the Groom holding the finger loop
but must have this noted on the Masterlist following classification evaluation.

2.7. No person may be tied to the Carriage in any way during the Compe titions. An Athlete
may be secured by rope, webbing or belt, provided one end is held by a Groom and not
wrapped or fastened to the carriage in any way. Failure to comply will result in
elimination.

2.7.1. ParaDriving: A Para Driver may be attached on the carr iage for support with a lap belt
or a 4 point belt, but there must be a quick release system.

2.7.2. For Para Driving Athletes, in addition ref. to Annex 8.

Substitution of a Groom during the Marathon Competition is not permitted under any
circumstances, and wi I incur Elimination of the Athlete.

In Dressage (as part of the test) and Cones, Athletes will be required to salute the Jury,
unless time or layout of the Course prevents it.

Passengers may not ride on the carriage during any Competitions. No passenger s under the
age of 14 years old are permitted on the carriage during the Event.

Each time an Athlete dismounts ,20 penalties will be incurred.
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2.12. Athletes will incur penalties each time one or both Grooms dismount. 5 penalties on the first
occasion, 10 pena lIties on the second occasion. On the third occasion the Athlete is
Eliminated. Exception in Marathon, see Art. 964.5.1.

2.13. Prize-giving ceremonies might be done either on the Carriages or on foot , according to the
approved schedule.

In Dr essage, Grooms must remain seated in their proper positions between entering

and leaving the Arena. They are not permitted to handle the reins or the whip (will incur

Obstacle observers, ground  observers, time keepers or any other Officials may not
give directions, advice or information to the Athlete, while is on the course in
Marathon, in order to assis  t the Athlete .

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CHAPTER IX SUBSTITUTIONS
Article 946 Substitutions

1. Substitutions before an Event

1.1. If the Veterinary Commission/ Delegate advises, and the Ground Jury concurs, that a
Horse is not fit to take part, or in the event of an accident or illness of an Athlete and/or
a Horse (substantiated by a certificate from an official recognised doctor and/or
veterinarian), substitutions may be made provided the OC gives its approval up to one
hour before the start of the first Horse Inspection.

1.2. However, for Championships, a Horse or Athlete, or a combination of Horse and Athlete

may only be replaced by a Horse and/or Athlete listed in the same class on the nominated
entry list.

2. Substitutions during an Event

2.1. Athletes in Four -in-Hand classes may start each Competition with any four (4) of their

five (5) declared entries.

2.2. Athletes in Pair classes may start each Competition with any two (2) of their three

declared entries.
2.3. Athletes in Single classes must start each Competition with their single declared entry.

2.4. One Horse may be u sed by another Athlete in the same class after the first Horse Inspection
if that Athlete has not presented a spare Horse and providing the borrowed Horse has not
already been used in a Competition at the Event. Thi s Horse must then stay with the
Athle te for the whole Event. In CAIOs and Championships, such Horse must be entered by
the same NF as the competing Athlete.

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CHAPTER X DECLARATION OF STARTERS T STARTING ORDER

Article 947 Declaration of starters

1.1 n CAI Os and Champi ons hi p suystdedaer, inGwited, the cdnip&siian ofphe
team , chosen from the first nominated entry list and declare the names of the individual Athletes
at the latest one hour after the first Horse Inspection.

2. The declaration of starters may not take place bef ore the end of the first Horse Inspection.

3. At all CAIl Events additional Horses may be brought to the Showgrounds at the discretion of the
OC, provided they can be properly identified by an identifying coloured number which must be
attached to the harness at all times when the Horse is out of the stable. The Horses must comply
with all the applicable requi re ments of the Veterinary Regulations. The additional Horse must be
presented and identified at the first Horse Inspection, where the FEI Chief Steward, w ill also paint
one hoof in a distinctive colour and ensure that the paint mark remains visible throughout the
Event.

4. Except when art. 935.5.3 applies, any special request from Athletes regarding the starting order
of their turnout(s) must be given to the Technical Delegate in writing within one hour after the
Horse Inspection. All requests not handed in as per this article may not be considered.

Article 948 Starting Order
1. Starting order for CAls

1.1. Starting order for the first Competition for CAls

1.1.1 The starting order will be a physical draw, held in the presence of the President of the
Ground Jury and open to Athletes.

1.1.2  Starting Order for the second and third Competitions for CAls
The Athletes will go in reverse order of the results in the previo us Competition(s).
The Starting order will be:
a) The Athletes competing twice with their turnout in the highest placing, followed by
b) Retired Athletes, followed by
c) Eliminated Athletes, followed by
d) The remaining Athletes, commencing with the highest number of penalties, so that
Athlete with the least number of penalties achieved without Retirement or
Elimination will start last.

2. Starting order for CAIOs and Championships
2.1. Starting order for Dressage for CAIOs and Championships

The draw for the starting positio ns for all Athletes in the Dressage Competition will be made after
the first Horse Inspection, in the presence of the Ground Jury, Technical Delegate and Chef
déEqui pe, according to the foll owing method:

The total starting places will be divided into six b locks (A to F) and the Athletes will be allocated
to each block as follows:

Block A 1 Individual Athletes 1/3

Block B - First Athletes in each Team
Block C - Individual Athletes 1/3

Block D - Second Athletes in each Team
Block E - Individual Athletes 1/3

Block F - Third Athletes in each Team
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The team member position will be filled first according to the draw of countries and the starting

order within each team previously declared, after the
Chef ddé Equi peam with only tve members must declare which starting position shall

remain vacant.

The individual positions will then be determined according to the drawing order of the nations.

The first nation will place its first Individual Athlete in any of the bloc ks A, C or E, then the second
nation will place its first Individual Athlete and so on. After the first round, the procedure is

repeated until all Individuals Athletes are placed.

2.2. Starting order for Marathon for CAIOs and Championships

A second draw will  be done after the Dressage;

a) The Athletes are divided in two groups along the Dressage result with the group A (the worse

placed 50%) and the group B (better placed 50%).

If there is an odd number of Athletes the group A will be the bigger one.
b) Eachgroup i s drawn separately by the Chef dbéequipes or b
c) The B-group will be listed always second.

Procedure of the draw: The names of the Athletes of one group are in one box and the

starting numbers in another; the President of the G round Jury or the Foreign Judge takes

one name out of the box and the relevant Chef dbéequipe
a number out of the other box.

After each group the starting list can be produced.

2.3. Starting order for Cones for CAIOs and Cham pionships

The Athletes will go in reverse order of the results in Dressage and Marathon, so that the Athlete

with the most penalty points from Driven Dressage and Marathon will go first and the Athlete

with the fewest Penalties goes last. In the event of e qual Driven Dressage and Marathon penalties,

the result of the Marathon is decisive.

The starting order will be:

a) Retired Athletes, followed by

b) Eliminated Athletes, followed by

¢) Theremaining Athletes, commencing with the one with the highest number of penalties after
Dressage and Marathon, so that the Athlete with the least number of penalties achieved
without Retirement or Elimination will start last.

In the event of Athletes having equal scores, the procedure set out in Article 948.2.3 will apply.

2.4 All Cone -Driving outside a combined Competition starts with a draw.
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CHAPTER XI DRIVEN DRESSAGE
Article 949 General

1. The objective of the Driven Dressage Test is to judge the freedom, regularity of paces,
harmony, impulsion, suppleness, lightness, ease o f movement and correct bending of the
Horses on the move. Athletes will also be judged on style, accuracy, and general control of
their Horses, and also on their dress, condition of their harness and Carriage and the
presentation of their whole turnout.

Ar ticle 950 The Arena

1. The Driven Dressage arena must be 80m x 40m for all classes , except for the Four _ -in-Hand
Horse class, where an 80x40m or a n 100x40m arena may be used.

2. For FEI Driving Championships, the Driven Dressage Arena must be 80x40m for all clas ses
except for the Four  -in-Hand Horse Class where the arena must be 100x40m.

4-3. Arenas must be laid out in accordance with the Annex 1.

2-4. Organisers must ensure that the arena is enclosed and that arrangements are in place so that
spectators cannot approach ¢ loser than 5 metres from the edge of the arena.

Article 951 Driven Dressage Tests

1. Approved Tests: Details of approved FEI Driven Dressage Tests are shown on the FEI Website.
The Schedules for all Events must state clearly which of these Tests is to be used

Article 952 Conditions
1. Entering the Arena

An Athlete who enters the arena before the starting signal or who fails to enter the arena within
90 seconds of the starting signal may be Eliminated, at the discretion of the President of the
Ground Jury.

2. Memory

The FEI Driven Dressage Test must be driven from memory. Speaking or indication given by a
Groom will incur 10 penalties (10 penalites can only be given once per Test).

3. Lameness

3.1. If the President of the Ground Jury observes a case of marked lameness, the President
must Disqualify the Horse and Eliminate the Athlete. There can be no appeal against this
decision.

3.2. In doubtful cases, after the Athlete has finished their test, the President of the Ground Jury
may have the Horse checked immediately by the Veterinary Delegate outside the arena.
The Horse will be checked while harnessed to the carriage. If the Veterinary Delegate
confirms the lameness , the Horse must be disqualified and the Athlete eliminated.

3.3. In Competitions where additional Dressage arenas are being used, the duty of the President

of the Ground Jury as indicated above shall fall under the responsibility of the Judge at C
of the applicable arena.
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Article 953 Judging

1. Positions of Judges

When there are five (5) Judges officiating they must be seated at CRSVP. If there are three (3)
Judges the places must be CVP. The positions may be changed in case of extreme weather
conditions. — The President of the Ground Jury will decide the positions. For CAI1*, when there are
two (2) Judges officiating  , they may be seated at C and B or C and V.

2. Allocation of marks

The Judges will allocate their marks individually. There will be no consultation among Judges once
the Athlete has started the Test. Only the Judge at C may give penalties for incomplete
pre sentation or incidents.

3. Multiple Turnouts

Pairs and Four -in-Hands will be judged as a whole and not as individual Horses.

4. Pace

The definition of paces - movements will apply to all types and breeds of Horses.

5. Start and Finish

The test starts as the A thlete enters the Arena at A, unless otherwise stated, and Finishes with
the final salute. Tests are not timed. The Athlete will leave the Arena at a trot.

6. Dressage protocols

The official dressage protocols must always be on paper.
Article 954 Movem ents and their descriptions
1. Halt

The Horse must stand square, straight and motionless, remaining on the bit.

2. Walk

With a regular four -beat movement, the Horse, remaining in a light contact, walks energetically,
supple, with even and determined strides w ith the hind feet touching the ground in front of the
foot prints of the fore feet and stretching forwards downwards.

3. Free Walk

Same definition as for the Walk, but in addition, gaining ground as much as possible, clearly
lengthening the frame and stretc hing forwards downwards.

4. Extended walk
The Horse covers as much ground as possible, without haste and without losing the regularity of
the steps. The hind feet touch the ground clearly in front of the hoof prints of the fore feet. The

Athlete allowst he Horse to stretch out the head and neck (forward and downwards) without losing
contact with the mouth and control of the poll. The nose must be clearly in front of the vertical
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4. Working Trot

A forward, active regular trot, with the Horse on the bit, carrying himself in balance and rhythm
with even, elastic steps, good hock action and clear impulsion. The steps of the hind feet must at
least be touching the ground in the footprints of the fore feet.

5. Collected Trot

The Horse remains on the bit and mov es energetically forward with a greater degree of
engagement, leading to an increased flexion of the hocks and fetlock joints and raising up with

the forehand, thus allowing for more mobility and elevation of the strides. The neck will be raised

and more a rched, with the poll the highest part. The nose should not be behind the vertical, or

the neck restricted. The hind legs should take more weight and cadence should be visible.

6. Extended Trot

6.1. The Horse lengthens its stride to cover as much ground as possib le resulting from  greater
i mpul sion from the hindquarters. The Athlete all ows 1
leaning on it, to lengthen its frame to gain ground, with the nose slightly in front of the
vertical. The hind feet must clearly over tr ack the foot prints made by the fore feet.

6.2. The Horse must remain in balance while maintaining the same rhythm with strides of equal
size. Hurried strides are discouraged , and resultin severe fault s.

7. Medium Trot

A pace b etween the defined Working Trot an d Extended Trot. The Horse lengthens his stride to

cover less ground than asked for in the Extended Trot but more ground than asked for in the

Working Trot as a result of greater impulsion coming from the hindquarters. The Athlete allows

the Horse,remaini ng 6on the bitd without | eaning on it, to | en
the nose slightly in front of the vertical. The hind feet should overtrack the footprints made by the

fore feet. The Horse must remain in balance while maintaining the same r hythm with strides of

equal size. Hurried strides are not encouraged and resultin  severe fault s.

8. Working Canter

8.1. A forward, active pace with regular strides of a three beat time . The Horse, showing good
balance, remains on the bit without leaning on th e hand, and go ing forward with light
cadenced strides and good hock action.

8.2. A Canter to the right, for instance, will have the footfalls follow one another in the following

sequence: left hind, left diagonal (simultaneously left fore and right hind), righ t fore,
followed by a moment of suspension with all four feet off the ground before the next stride
begins.

8.3. The quality of the Canter is judged by the general impression, and the regularity and
lightness of the three  -beat pace in a clear uphill tendency. The Horse must be on the bit,
well engaged in the hindquarters with good hock action, and must have the ability to
maintain its rhythm and natural balance throughout the movement and the transition. The
Horse must remain straight on straight lines and corr ectly bent on curved lines.

9. Collected Canter

The Horses strides are shorter than in working canter with the hocks maintain a clear impulsion
and the hind legs take more weight; the point of gravity is moving backwards and the neck and

poll increasingly  coming up with the nose slightly in front of the vertical demonstrating a clear
uphill tendency and self  -carriage. The basic pace is clearly three beats with a light steady contact
that demonstrates the Horses suppleness and elasticity.
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10. Extended Canter

In the extended canter, the Horse covers as much ground as possible with obviously lengthened
strides and frame; no hurried strides, the nose always in front of the vertical, and maintaining
balance and uphill tendency. There should be clear transition s into and out of the extended canter.

11. Simple change of leg at the canter.

This is a movement in which, after a direct transition out of the canter the Horse changes

movement into a trot with three (3) to five (5) clearly defined steps followed imm ediately by a
transition to the other canter lead.

12. Reinback

The Horse must walk backwards in a straight line, with the legs being lifted and set down in

diagonal pairs. The Horse must remain on the bit, be straight inthe body , notevade orresis tthe
contact, and the poll should remain the highest point.

Transition to the next movement must be immediate and smooth.

13. Shoulder -In

For Four -In-Hand: Shoulder -In for the Driven Horse is performed in Collected Trot. The leaders

are positioned so that the outside | eaderds tail is in front of t
shoulders are taken to the inside with a constant angle of approximately 30 degrees and a slight
but consistent bend in the neck. The inside hind leg strides forward into the line of the outside

front leg so that the Horses are working on three tracks. Impulsion, rhythm and engagement
must be maintained throughout.

Too much bend in the neck results in loss of rhythm and suppleness. The wheelers must remain
straight with no count  er bend.

uniform bend maintaining engagement, cadence, and a constant angle of approx. thirty (30)

An elastic and consistent contact with the Athlete & hands must

be maintained and at no point should slack or loose rein be visible during the exercise. The same

rhythm and impulsion will be maintained and the Horse should remain light in the shoulders with

the hind legs well -engaged. As soon as stretching of the frame has been demonstrated, the Athlete

will bring the Horse(s) back to the preceding head carriage by retaking the reins during which the

Horse must accept the contact without resistance in the mouth or poll

16. Transitions

Changes of pace must always be made smoothly and promptly with the Horse remainingin b alance
and on the bit. A transition must be completed as the nose of the Horse arrives at the prescribed
marker, unless otherwise stated.

17. Change of Pace and Movement

Changes of pace and movement are made when the heads of the leaders reach the prescribed
marker as indicated in the test.

and never should be a result of pulling back but rather of asking and alll owing the Horse
to move forward into the Athleteds hand.

3.6. In exceptional circumstances, the time required for the halt may be increased by the
President of the  Ground Jury in consultation with the Technical Delegate.

3.7 Turnouts may stand still, walk or trot within the neutral area.
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4. Section and direction signs

4.1. The beginning and end of each Section must be marked with a pair of Red and White
flags.

4.2. The entire Course must be clearly marked wi th yellow direction markers placed, wherever
possible, on the right hand side of the track to be clearly visible to the approaching
Athlete. A confirmation directional arrow must be placed after every significant turn.

4.3. Sections A and B must have a marker at every kilometer. In Section B the measurement
of the kilometers must include the distances through the Obstacles .

4.4. The marker for a kilometer occurring within an Obstacle should be placed on the post
supporting the red exit flag.

5. Compulsory turning fla  gs

5.1. Sufficient red and white compulsory turning flags must be positioned on the Course to
ensure that all Athletes follow the designated track. Athletes must leave the red flags on
their right and the white flags on their left. These compulsory turning fl ags must be
numbered consecutively in each Section and they must be placed so they are clearly visible
to Athletes from a reasonable distance.

5.2. The location and number of the Flags must be marked on the map of the Course to clearly
indicate the correct rou  te to be driven between the compulsory turning flags before and
after each Obstacle . In addition, a list showing the order for driving compulsory turning
flags and Obstacles must be provided for Athletes and Officials.

5.3. Ground Observers must record the Ath |l etebs track through the compul
any compulsory turning flags are missed out or passed in the wrong sequence, the details
must be reported to the member of the Ground Jury or Technical Delegate as soon as

possible.
6. Paces
6.1. The finish of Section B must not be more than 300 m from the exit of the last Obstacle
unless the Technical Delegate grants an exception. If the last Obstacle is situated within
300 m of the finish, the Athletes may stop within 30 m of the out gate of the Obstacle to

repair a broken or detached harness without penalty. A 30 m marker will be placed on the
track to indicate  this point if the last Obstacle is within 300 m of the finish.

Obstacles must be at least 700 m apart. The Technical Delegate may grant an exception.

Obstacles must be clearly numbered in the sequence in which the Athletes are required
to drive them.

Obstacles must notinclude any feature which might cause damage or injury to the Horses.

Artificial Obstacles should be solidly constructed and firmly fixed, so t hat they are unlikely
to be moved or broken during the Competition.

If the Course Designer includes any element in an Obstacle , which in the opinion of the
President of the Jury and Technical Delegate could frighten the Horses, an alternative
route must be provided within the Obstacle .

Where a constructed water crossing is included in an Obstacle , the depth of the water
must not be more than 30 cm. Where natural water is used the Technical Delegate may
allow a maximum depth of 50 cm. The bed of any water crossing must be firm. Where

water depth exceeds 50 cm a substantial fence, firmly fixed, must be constructed, to
prevent Horses going into deep water.

At least 48 hours before the first Athlete is due to start Marathon, the whole Course must

be open for inspection by the Athletes, except under exceptional circumstances, when
Organisers have the option not to open Sections A for inspection, with the agreement of
the Technical Delegate.

The Technical Delegate may impose restrictions on the means of access to certain parts
of the Course.

The course is closed for inspection from the time the first Athlete starts Section A or
Controlled Warm -Up. The Obstacles in Section B may be left open until the first Athlete
starts Section B.

Athletes using motor vehicles must remain on the roads and tracks designated by the
Technical Delegate.

The Obstacles may only be inspected on foot . No motor vehicles or bicycles may be taken
inside any part of an Obstacle and the Controlled Warm  -Up. Failure to comply will be
penalised by the issue of a Warning for the first infringement and a Yellow Warning Card

for the second.

3.5.1 Para Driving A thletes from nominated profiles may use a Motor Vehicle to walk the
course (MVWC) but must have this noted on the Masterlist following classification
evaluation.

On allocated Championships venues, Athletes must not ride a Horse or drive any Horse
drawn ve hicle through the  Obstacles in the 30 days prior to the Event in which they are
competing.

Should one or more Horses break into a canter within the last 300 m before the fi nish and this is
not corrected within five seconds, the Athlete will incur one penalty for every occurrence.

5.1. During Section A, Controlled Warm -Up and Section B (exceptinside the Obstacles ), Grooms
and Athletes are not allowed to dismount unless the Carriage is stationary.

6.2. Athletes will incur one penalty point for each commenced ten seconds that they remain
stopped on the course in Section B for any other reason.
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6.3. If an Obstacle is situated within 300m of the finish line, an Athlete is allowed to stop to
carry out necessary repairs to the harness or carriage (missing or disconnected trace, pole
strap or reins) without penalty as long as the Athlete stops within the signed 30 metres
after leaving the  last Obstacle , as per art.

Article 965 Obstacle Penalt ies

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CHAPTER XIlIl CONES
Article 970 General

1. The Cones Competition is to test the fitness, obedience and suppleness of the Horses, and the
skill and competence of the Athletes.

Artic le 971 Competitions

1. The Fault Competition shall be used in Driving Events.

1.1. The Fault Competition is conducted on the basis of penalties for Obstacles knocked down
and for exceedingthe  Time Allowed . The score from this round will always be used solely
to decide the Final Classification in all Events.

1.2. There maybe aDrive -off between all Athletes with zero penalties, or equality of penalties,
to determine the winner of Cones.

2. The Time Competition

2.1. The Time Competition is conducted on the basis of the ti me in seconds taken by Athletes
to complete the Course, with any penalties for faults converted to penalty seconds. Time
Competitions are only to be used to determine the placings in Cones.

3. Competition in two Phases

3.1. The result of the first section may so lely be used for the final results of the Combined
Driving Event.

4. Competition with a Winning Round

4.1. This Competition is run over one round according to penalties and time which will count
for the final classification in the Driving Event, and a Winning Ro und to determine the
placings in Cones.

Article 972 The Course

1. Building and Measuring the Course

1.1. The Course Designer is responsible, under the supervision of the Technical Delegate, for
laying out, marking and measuring the Course and building the Obstac les. The Course
Designer must indicate with a dotted line on the course plan how the length of the Course
was measured. The President of the Ground Jury must ensure that the length of the
Course was measured accurately.

1.2. The Arena should be not less than 5000 m2 with a minimum width of 40 m or an
equivalent area. Should this not be possible the number of Obstacles must be reduced
accordingly, unless an exception is granted by the Technical Delegate.

1.3. The starting and finishing lines may not be more than 40 m nor less than 20 m from the
firstand last Obstacles respectively.

1.4. Thenumberof Obstacles may not exceed 20 (except. 979.3) and for Children, the number
may not exceed 15.

1.5. The length of the Course must be between 500 m and 800 m, for Children it may b e
shorter.

1.6. Courses must be laid out so that Athletes have a chance to maintain a reasonably fast
pace throughout the major part of the Course. Certain Obstacles , and combinations of
Obstacles such as open and closed multiples, will inevitably slow down th e pace, but such
a layout should be limited to a small proportion of the whole Course.

1.7. All Obstacles shoul d be visible from the Judgesd boxes.
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1.8. The President of the Ground Jury must walk the course to inspect it before the start of

the Competition. The co urse is the track which the driving Athlete must follow when
competing, from passing the start in the correct direction up to the finish. The length

must be measured accurately to the nearest metre taking account, particularly on the

turns, the normal line to be followed by the Horse(s). This normal line must pass through

the middle of the  Obstacles . If there is an alternative Obstacle , the official distance has
to be measured by the longest route.

The Obstacle includes: Cones, red and white markers, numbers and letters.

Obstacles that entail reining back are not permitted.

The distance between
the first set  of cones and the second set will be between 1.5 and 3 metres, at the oeptien—
discretion of the Course Designer.  The Oxer counts as a single obstacle and the maximum
penalty points for knocking down up to 4 balls is 3 penalty points in total.

as penalties for Disobedience.

Multiple Obstacles may not be usedinaDrive  -Off. (See Article 977 T Drive -off and Article

A Serpentine consists of four cones in a straight line facing in alternate directions lettered

straight line, either at the front, middle or rear of the Cone.

A Double Box, a Double U and a Wave are illustrated in the Annexes.

Water Obstacles must be at least 3 m wide, with a depth between 20 and 40 cm and
sloping sides. There must be a pair of Cones at the Entrance (flag lettered A) and Ex it
(flag lettered B) with the Cones 2.0 m apatrt.

Knocking down a ball or balls on either A or B will be penalised as three penalties for each
pair of cones.

Wooden bridges, or bridges of similar suitable construction approved by the Technical
Delegate, w ith fan shaped wings at the entrance, with the bridge surface not more than
35 cm above the ground, with a usable width of three metres, and a maximum length of

ten metres are permitted and boarded or rail sides are essential. The Technical Delegate
may gr ant exceptions if the Bridge is of a permanent solid construction with strong side
rails. There must be a pair of Cones at the entrance (flag lettered A) and exit (flag lettered
B) with the Cones at least 2.0m apatrt.
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5. Markers

5.1. Each Obstacle is defined by  a pair of markers; a red marker on the right hand side and a
white marker on the left hand side as Athletes approach the obstacle. They are placed
not more than 15 cm outside the elements which form the Single and Multiple obstacles.

5.2. The whole turnoutm  ust pass between the markers. Failure is considered as Disobedience
(see Art. 975.7.3 and 975.7.6).

5.3. Decorations, and obstructions must be placed on the Course before the official course
walk. No penalty is incurred if they are touched, displaced or knock ed over.

5.4. All Obstacles on the Course must be numbered in the sequence in which they are to be
driven. The number of each Obstacle must be indicated on a board placed at the Entrance
to each Single and Multiple Obstacle .

5.5. Each distinct section of a Closed multiple Obstacle (Ls, Us and Boxes) must be clearly
marked, in different colours (See Annexes). The whole turnout must pass between these
markers in the correct alphabetical order.

5.6. The red and white markers and the numbered and lettered boards may be com bined, so
that the numbers and letters appear on the same posts as the red and white markers, or
they may be on separate boards or discs. If possible the numbers of the Obstacles should
be placed so that Athletes can see them as they leave the previous Obstacle .

6. Plan of the Course

6.1. At least two hours before the start of the Competition for each class in the Event, a plan
of the Course Time Allowed with the dotted line how the length was measured, signed off
by the Course Designer and the President of the G round Jury, must be given to the
Athletes and be posted in the Collecting Ring showing the length, speed in metres per
minute and the  Time Allowed for that Class. Should the timing Time Allowed be adjusted
by the Ground Jury, this will be announced by the Speaker .

7. Inspection of the Course

7.1 The Course must be open for inspection at least one hour and forty five minutes before
the start of the Competition. A 15 minute window must be observed between the end of
the inspection and the first start. Only Chefs D O0Equi pe (when applicable),
one accompanying person per Athlete at a time are allowed to inspect the Course on foot
and they must be correctly and smartly dressed. Athletes and their accompanying person
and Chef ddequi pe ar e @ measunng wheelst whendinspeating the
Course. At an Event, a warning will be issued for the first offence and a Yellow Warning
Card from the President of th e Ground Jury for subsequent offences

7.2 Only the Course Designer and their staff may alter or work on any part of the Course. If

any Athlete, or any person associated with, alters the Course in any way, the Athlete will
be Disqualified.

1.2. Cones with reduced width  : The width of up to five single Obstacles may be reduced by 5
cm for Pairs and Four -in-Hand classes, and up to 10 single Obstacles may be reduced by
5 cm for Single classes . Such Obstacles will be marked differently (color of cones).

8. Disobedience

8.1. lItis considered to be a Disobedience when:

a) The Athlete attempts to pass through an Obstacle and their Hors e shies away from the
Obstacle at the last moment without hitting any part of the Obstacle .

b) The Horses run away, or, in the opinion of the President of the Ground Jury, the Athlete
has lost effective control.

c) The whole turnout comes to a complete halt, wit h or without stepping back anywhere on
the course, in front of or in an Obstacle , or a Multiple  Obstacle , with or without knocking

down any element.
d) Notpassingthroughan  Obstacle with the whole turnout, running out of a Multiple, circling
within a Multi  ple or reining back by the Athlete between start - and finish line.

8.2. A Disobedience will incur five penalties for the first, 10 penalties for the second and
Elimination for the third instance. Penalties for Disobedience are cumulative wherever
they may occu r on the Course.

8.3. If there is a Disobedience in a single Obstacle , i.e. the whole turnout does not pass
through the markers, the Athlete has to retake the Obstacle . The bell will only be rung if
part of the Obstacle is knocked down (See Article 975.5).

8.4. If there is a Disobedience in a Multiple Obstacle without knocking down any element the
Athlete must continue  their drive and is penali sed for Disobedience (S ee above).

8.5. Inthe case when Disobedience is connected with knocking down an element (For example
a run -out at C and dislodging the ball) the Judge ri ngs the bell, the course is interrupted,
the time is stopped and the Obstacle rebuilt. The President of the Ground Jury rings the
bell again, the Athlete has to restart at the letter A of the Multiple Obsta cle and the time
starts when the Hoes gaetAsFomttesee -lpiddimg 10 extra seconds are
added once.

8.6. If an Athlete has a Disobedience at any Obstacle and knocks down any part of that
Obstacle , penalties will only be incurred for the Disobedie nce and 10 seconds will be
added for the rebuilding.

9. Resistance

9.1. AHorse is considered to offer resistance if, at any time and for whatever reason it refuses
to go forward (with or without moving back), turns around, rears. This will be penalised
the same as Disobedience (see Article 975.8).

10. Timing

10.1. Each Athlete will be timed by stopwatch or by an electronic timing device, from the
moment the nose of the leading Horse crosses the Start Line until the nose of the leading
Horse crosses the finish line. and n o further penalties can be incurred.

10.2. Electronic timing including a digital display must be used at  all events.

10.3. Times must be recorded to hundredths of a second.

10.4. TheTimeLimitis twicethe Time Allowed .Exceedingthe Time Limitwill incur Elimination.
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10.5. The Time Allowed is calculated using the following maximum speeds in metres per
minute (except for Time Competition, Article 978 and for Children and for Para Driving):

10.6. Penalty for exceeding the Time Allowed : any time over the Time Allowed in hundredths
of a seconds, multiplied by 0 .5. Penalties will be calculated to two decimal places.

Article 97 6 Fault Competition

1. Definition:
1.1. The Fault Competitions is a Competition run with penalties and a Time Allowed .
2. Classification:

2.1. According to penalities and time. If allowed in the Schedule, there may be a Drive -Off in
case of equality of penalties for th e first place.

Article 977 Drive - Off

1. Definition

1.1. ADrive -Off can only be organised in a Fault Competition, solely to define the classification
of Cones Competition.

2. Classification

2.1. In the event of equality of penalties for first place, a drive -off as time Competition may
take place according to the provisions of the Schedule, either over the same course or
over a shortened course (maximum 50% shorter).

2.2. The width between the cones may be reduced by up to a maximum of 10 cm. at the
discretion of the Preside  nt of the Ground Jury in conjunction with the Technical Delegate
and Course Designer.

2.3. If no provision is made for a Drive -Off in the Schedule, the Athletes with equality of
penalties for any place are placed in accordance with the time taken to complete t he first
round. In case of equality of penalties and time, the Athletes concerned will be given
equal placing.

3. Multiple Obstacles
3.1. Multiple Obstacles are not permitted in a Drive - Off.

4. Starting order

4.1. The starting order for a Drive - Off will be the same as in the initial round.
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Article 978 Time Competition

1. Definition

1.1. In a Time Competition, all penalties (knock -downs, exceeding time, disobedience, etc 2)
are converted into penalty seconds.

2. Obstacles

2.1. The Rules concerning the number, type and dimensions o f Obstacles and the length of
the Course must be the same as for a Fault Competition.

Article 979 Competition in T wo phases

1. Description
1.1. This Competition is comprised of two phases run without interruption, each at an ide ntical
or different speed, the Finishing Line for the First Section being the Start Line for the
Second Section.

1.2. A Competition in Two phases, run under the following Rules, may be used in all Cones
Competitions.

2. Competition Conditions

2.1. The first phase is  run according to the Rules for a Fault Competition with a Time Allowed
and the Second phase is run according to the Rules for a Time Competition.

2.2. Penalties for both phases are listed under Article 981.

3. Obstacles
3.1. The first phase is a Course of 14 to 16 Obstacles , with a maximum of two Multiple
Obstacles . The second phase takes place over 7 to 9 Obstacles (not to exceed 23

Obstacles in total). Multiple  Obstacles may not be used in the second phase.

3.2. Width of Obstacles : See Article 974.
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4. Penalties
4.1. Athlete s incurring penalties in the first section are halted by ringing the bell after they
have passed the last Obstacle or when the Time Allowed for the first phase has been
exceeded after crossing the Finishing Line of the first phase. They must stop after cro ssing
the first finishing line once the bell is rung.

4.2. Athletes not penalised in the first phase and not over the Time Allowed continue the
Course which finishes after crossing the second finishing line.

4.3. The second phase is run as a Time Competition.
5. Classification

5.1. Athletes are placed as follows: Athletes who competed in the second phase :Total timein
the second phase to include added penalties converted into seconds.

5.2. followed by the Athletes who competed in the first phase only: According to penalties and
time in the first phase.

5.3. In the event of equality for first place, a Drive - off against the clock with six Obstacles of
the first and/or of the second phase may be held according to the conditions of the
Schedule.

5.4. Athletes stopped after the first phas e may only be placed after Athletes who have taken

part in both phases.
Article 980 Competition with a winning -round

1. Description

1.1. This Competition consists of two parts with different valuations. The first part may be
used for all Combined Competitions.

2. Competition Conditions

2.1. The first part is run according to the Rules for a Fault Competition with a Time Allowed
and the second part is run according to the rules of a Time Competition.

3. Obstacles

3.1. The first part is a normal Course as laid down in the Rules

3.2. The second part may be shorter but not by more than 50% shorter.

3.3. The Course for the second part (Winning Round) may be built at another time (or day)
and another place and may be of a complete new design.

3.4. The Winning Round is not considered to be a Drive Off.

4. Athletes

4.1. The number of the Athletes competing in the Winning Round is laid down in the Schedule.
4.2. The starting order in the Winning Round is the same as in the initial round.

5. Penalties
5.1. Option 1: The Athletes carry their penalties of the initial ro und as penalty seconds forward

to the Winning Round.
5.2. Option 2: The Athletes start the Winning Round from scratch.
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6. Classification

6.1. Option 1: The Athletes are placed according to their Total Time. This is the driven time

plus penalty seconds for knocking d
